How to Apply for Money Follows the Person in Your State
	This document will provide you information on how to apply for Money Follows the Person in your state.  Money Follows the Person (MFP) is a program that enables people with disabilities in certain institutions to return to the community.  Usually, MFP only applies to people in nursing facilities and institutions for intellectual disabilities/developmental disabilities.  While MFP is mostly funded by the federal government, it is run differently in the states (and Washington, DC) that have chosen to participate.  It is limited to people whose medical care is paid for by Medicaid.  Through MFP, a person can transition into the community with a Medicaid Waiver and with financial assistance.  MYou can find out more about MFP here:  MFP at Medicaid.gov. 
Tips for Applying for MFP
1. Learn about MFP in your state.  At the bottom of this document, you can find most of the states and the District of Columbia that participate in MFP.  Follow the links below to learn about MFP in your state.

2. Usually, a social worker at your nursing facility or institution can assist you to apply for MFP.  Talk to the social worker to see if the social worker will help.  Some social workers are more helpful than others.  If your social worker is not helpful in helping you apply for MFP, you should take other steps, including those indicated in this document.

3. You may also attempt to apply for MFP by contacting the leaders of MFP in your state in the links below or through an aging and disability resource or referral in your state.

4. Once you have applied, maintain contact with the transition coordinator or other MFP employee who is working with you through your application.  Make sure to keep the telephone number and other contact information for this person.  To the best you can, assist this person in obtaining the documents and other information he or she needs.

5. Spend some time and energy thinking of where you want to live when returning to the community and what you will need to live successfully in the community.  Make sure to communicate this information to your contact person with MFP.  

6. Ask questions, share your concerns, and participate actively in the entire transition process.  Also, ask for what you need to be successful in the community.

7. If you would like or need someone to assist you through this process, ask if a peer supporter or other individual can assist you through the MFP processs.

8. After your transition to the community, maintain contact with your MFP contact person.  During the first year, you can ask for additional assistance from MFP.
